In Summer of 2022, many areas in South Asia experienced horrendous flooding. However, the floods in
Pakistan were the worst in the country’s history leaving entire villages washed away. Heavy monsoon rains
hit especially hard in areas served by Global Hope Partners’ Alpha School. Most children lived in homes
made of mud which vanished in the flood waters leaving them homeless, and with crops ruined, families
were struggling to survive. For several weeks, the only dry ground was along the busy highway - a
dangerous situation for everyone, especially young children. Our local leaders and the Alpha School
teacher came up with the solution to open the school building for the children to stay until they had a safe
place to live. GHP Humanitarian Aid funding was used to provide meals and mosquito nets to help
families stay safe and get back on their feet. Thankfully, most of the children have now returned home
and have also returned to school full time!

As Global Hope Partners was established over the last year, the Hope Team shifted our focus for
Leadership Training. Advanced Leadership Training (ALT) was developed to address the needs of
leaders facing increased hardships. Written entirely by indigenous staff who have experienced
first-hand the challenges faced by Christ-followers in the South Asian context, ALT focuses on a spiritual
view of leadership. Comprised of 10 sessions, the aim is to encourage and empower leaders to live
outwardly for the Lord even through challenges and crises. Leaders are inspired to respond to
adversity with love, recognizing that in the South Asian context, life threatening challenges are part of
their journey in Faith.
